This town was an enclave of Nishio Domain during the Edo

period. The look of that period is preserved through historical
documents of the domain and the central gate of Yasaka Shrine.
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This town has a temple and cultural properties that are
connected with the Ogyu Matsudaira family, who were lords
of Nishio Castle.
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The Uesugi clan, who were lords during the Edo period,
were closely connected to Nishio’s Kira clan. Cultural
properties associated with the Uesugi clan can still be
found in Yonezawa, and interaction between the two cities
continues to this day.
